From 2000 onwards he searched the river 
for lost surfboard fins, noticing along the way that there was far more to be found on 
the bottom. When he came across a gold ring in 2008, it gave rise to "Lost and 
Drowned", a project in which he gathers his finds, gradually assembling a hidden 
archive of urban life.
